Dr. Kellogg speaks nationally and internationally. Her goal is to facilitate comprehensive biobehavioral 
patient care that focuses on sexual wellness.

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Dr. Carl R. Della Badia attended Fairleigh Dickinson University and graduated in 1969 with a Bachelor 
of Science.  He then attended Kirksville College of Osteopathic Medicine and received a Doctor of 
Osteopathy in 1973.  He started his Post-Graduate training as a combined Surgical/Obstetrics and 
Gynecology Resident at Metropolitan Hospital.  After his first year he applied for an outside the profession 
waiver from the American Osteopathic Association, the first person in OB-Gyn to do so and completed a 
full residency at Thomas Jefferson University Hospital in 1978. 
 
He became the first osteopath to become dual board certified by the osteopathic and allopathic professions. 
He has stayed active in the American College of Osteopathic Obstetricians and Gynecologists giving many 
presentations at their annual and mid year meeting.  Dr. Della Badia was elected to the board of trustees 
where he served two terms, Secretary Treasurer, Vice President, President Elect and now the first President 
that was ACGME trained. 
 
He was instrumental in bringing birthing rooms to the City of Philadelphia, changing the city regulations, 
in the late 1970’s.  His continued his teaching relation with Thomas Jefferson University Hospital since 
leaving his residency, supervising and teaching residents and medical students as a clinical instructor, 
clinical assistant professor and clinical associate professor until arriving at Drexel/Hahnemann in 2002. In 
this capacity he won the voluntary teaching faculty award twice. 
 
In the late 80’s Dr. Della Badia became interested in lasers. It was a new field in gynecology for the 
treatment of cervical disease and he eventually became certified in laser surgery as well as an early member 



of the now Gynecologic Laser Society now called Gynecologic Surgery Society.   He was the first to 
perform in-office laser gynecologic surgery in the South Jersey area.  He became active in the American 
Association of Gynecologic Laparoscopists and has presented abstracts and videos at their annual congress 
yearly and over the years and sponsored residents to present at this meeting. 
 
When laparoscopic hysterectomy was first introduced by Harry Reich, he learned this technique and 
performed the first tele-surgery of a laparoscopic hysterectomy in Philadelphia. Dr. Della Badia was invited 
to London by the European Endoscopic Training Center in 1991 and 1992 to teach courses on this 
technique. 
 
Since arriving at Drexel University he continues to pioneer new surgical techniques. He was the first to 
perform Essure sterilization on the east coast, the first in Philadelphia to perform a gynecologic robotic 
surgery and was also instrumental in developing our office surgical training program. In 1995 he developed 
and patented the Della Badia Laparoscopic Suturing Device.   He has kept active in teaching medical 
students, residents and giving courses to outside physicians.  Dr. Della Badia is now the Director of 
Minimally Invasive Surgery in the Department of Obstetrics and Gynecology. 
 
Throughout his career, Dr. Della Badia has been awarded numerous honors such as numerous Volunteer 
Faculty Awards, Outstanding Service from the American College of Osteopathic Obstetrics and 
Gynecology (2004) and most recently he was selected to the 2007-2008 Best Doctors in America. 
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Paul Nyirjesy, MD attended Amherst College and received a Bachelor of Arts in Chemistry – magna cum 
laude – in 1981. He received the Sigma Xi Research Society Award in 1981 from Amherst.   He went on to 
Georgetown University where he received his Doctor of Medicine in 1985 and received Alpha Omega 
Alpha honors.  Dr. Nyirjesy then did his Internship and Residency at Thomas Jefferson University in 
Obstetrics and Gynecology.  He did a Fellowship at Temple University Hospital’s Department of Medicine 
– Infectious Diseases.  Today he is the director of the Drexel University Vaginitis Center and also serves as 
an attending physician at Hahnemann University Hospital.  In 2003 Philadelphia Magazine awarded him 
the Best Hospitals in Philadelphia Award – Vaginitis Referral Center. 
  
Throughout his education and career, Dr. Nyirjesy has received copious awards and honors including the J.

He twice received the 
Association of Professors of Gynecology and Obstetrics Excellence in Teaching Award (2003-2005).  He 
was named in the Top Docs (2002, 2005, 2006, 2007) and Tops Docs for Women (2000) by Philadelphia 
Magazine.  The Greater Philadelphia Comprehensive OB/GYN Review Course awarded him the 
Distinguished Faculty Award in 1998.  Most recently, Dr. Nyirjesy was selected to The Best Doctors in 
America for 2007-2008, an honor he received in 1998, 2003-2004 and 2005-2006 as well.  
  
Dr. Nyirjesy’s research interests lie in the area of gynecological infectious diseases, especially chronic or 
recurrent vulvovaginal infections, as well as vulvar diseases. His work has been published in such peer-
reviewed journals as Obstetrics and Gynecology, the American Journal of Obstetrics and Gynecology, the 
New England Journal of Medicine and the Lancet and he has contributed numerous book chapters and 
audiovisual publications. He is currently a reviewer for more than a dozen journals including Obstetrics
